Community Partnership Award 2017

Arts Access Aotearoa considers a partnership to be equal relationships involving a range of mutual benefits exchanged between the partners. Partnerships are deeper than sponsorship or funding relationships. They involve collaboration, and sharing resources and expertise. The focus of this award is on the quality and achievements of the partnership.
The recipients of the award receive $1000, to be divided among the organisations. It includes travel and accommodation for one representative to attend the awards ceremony.
