This award recognises an individual who works or volunteers for the Department of Corrections, demonstrates the qualities of Māui (innovation, creativity and leadership) and provides arts programmes in a New Zealand prison that reflect cultural inclusion and diversity. These programmes support and encourage pathways into rehabilitation and reintegration.
Māui is a name synonymous with this geographical part of the world and is featured in all of the indigenous traditions throughout the Pacific. Although sometimes portrayed as a mischievous prankster, he was also an innovator, a creator and a leader who looked for ways to produce better outcomes for himself and those around him.
