This award recognises the outstanding results of a recent collaborative, inclusive arts project. It will have demonstrated a high standard of artistic outcomes and followed best practice in community participation. It will also have directly involved a community or communities that experience barriers to participation in the arts.
Definitions
1. Community: a community is defined by the people within it – their location, shared culture, experiences, interests or how they identify themselves.
2. Community arts: collaborative, inclusive arts practice that involves an artist or artists working with a community or communities to support the communities’ artistic expression.
3. Communities that experience barriers to participation in the arts: this includes communities of people with lived experience of intellectual or physical disability, neurological conditions, mental ill-health or age-related vulnerability (seniors or youth at-risk).
4. A project: a series of planned tasks or activities that need to be completed to reach a specific result. Projects have a defined beginning and end.  

The recipient of this award receives $3000. Arts Access Aotearoa will provide travel and one night’s accommodation for one representative to attend the awards ceremony.
